Re: Woodlands Highway development

I would like to thank everyone that have taken the time to talk to us our about our different proposals for this greenspace since 2007, the latest being October 2010.

In October we presented 2 options for the community to choose from. Option 1 showed a new residential development on the northern section of the greenspace (opposite the Kingdom Hall) and significant enhancements to the southern section to create a neighbourhood park. Option 2 showed a new residential development on southern section and the creation of the neighbourhood park on the northern section (opposite the Kingdom Hall).

The results from the community consultation were as follows:

Option 1 – 56%

Option 2 – 30 %

No preference – 14%

The NSP has therefore developed Option 1 further and will be submitting a planning application for this scheme shortly. There have been some additional changes to the scheme that we hope the community feel are a positive improvement.  I have enclosed the latest version of this plan for your information.
The main changes are:

In October we proposed 16 apartments and 18 houses where as the new scheme includes only 2 apartments and 19 houses.


A major concern from several residents and young people was that the existing footpath across the greenspace is well used by children on way to school. In October our scheme showed this footpath being removed by a new footpath around the development. I am pleased to say that part of that footpath across the greenspace has been retained and the new footpath along the Chester road will have a grass verge between the footpath and the road.

In October our scheme showed 1 entrance to the courtyard parking for the whole development, the latest scheme shows 2 entrances to the parking areas.
